USED BOOK SALE HELPFUL TIPS

Grade level purchase times:

Seniors, 9-10 a.m., Juniors 10:30-11:30 a.m.,

Sophomores, 12:30-1:30 p.m., Freshmen 2-3 p.m.

GET IN LINE EARLY. Plan to arrive early and be sure to get a number when you arrive.
Buyers will be let in 10 at a time based on their number to keep the sale organized and
avoid any back-up at checkout.

DON'T FORGET YOUR BOOK LIST. Bring a list of books you plan to purchase. You
know what your son’s schedule is. We will not have that information available for you.
SCHEDULED TIMES ONLY. Time slots are assigned for each grade level. You will only
be able to purchase books for that grade level during the assigned time. No exceptions.
CAFETERIA ENTRANCE/EXITS. You will be asked to enter the Cafeteria at the
Northwest door and exit at the Northeast door. All other entrances will be locked.
PURCHASE LIMIT. In an effort to accommodate as many students as possible, you will
only be allowed to purchase one set of books.

PAYMENT OPTIONS. Only cash or checks will be accepted for your purchase. Checks
will be made payable to: Jesuit Mothers’ Club.

NO RETURNS. Please be sure you are purchasing the correct book for your son’s class
(regular vs. honors or AP). All sales are final.

SHOPPING AIDS. If possible, you may want to bring a bag or box to carry the books
you purchase.

IF YOU WANT TO SELL BOOKS, but missed the drop-off dates, it's not too late. You
may bring books to sell one hour prior to the assigned sale time for that grade level.

PAYMENT FOR SOLD BOOKS. You will receive checks for your sold books in late
August or early September. Graduates will be mailed a check. An announcement will be
made during convocation for current students to pick-up checks from Mrs. Stocker when
available.

UNSOLD BOOKS. Any books that are not sold will be considered donations for
students receiving tuition assistance unless other arrangements have been made.
